Policy of Photographic Research Fund of Konica Minolta Science and Technology Foundation (Extract)
The Society of Photography and Imaging of Japan

1. Applicants for this Fund (the Photographic Research Fund) must be either an individual or group who is a member of the Society of
Photography and Imaging of Japan (hereinafter referred to as the SPIJ) and engage in a photography-related research.

2. The Selection Committee formed within the SPIJ chooses the Fund recipients.

3. The research studies of candidates may be either in progress or prior to initiation, including those which can be started only with
receipt of the Fund.

4. Such research may be basic or applied.
5. Such research may be independent or collaborative (including coordination with different areas), and domestic or international.
6. The Fund may be offered to the same research study, continually.

7. Applicants must submit a letter that includes the following information (written horizontally in portrait format on A4 size paper),
to the Section in charge of the Photographic Research Fund in SPIJ.
1) Name, address, telephone number, fax number, and e-mail address of the research representative
2) Name, position, address, telephone number, fax number, and e-mail address of each co-researcher
3) Research Theme
4) Rationale for application for the Fund
5) Itemized uses of the Fund (rough estimation)
6) Overview of the design and procedures of the research
Note: please provide a clear explanation on the use of each article to be purchased with the Fund.
7) Researcher Accomplishments

8) Researcher Personal History

8. Recipients of the Fund must submit a research report and an accounting report to the Chair of the Technical Committee of the SPIJ
by the first September 30 after the end of the fiscal year in which the recipient received the Fund. If the research is not completed by
this date, the recipient must submit both interim research and accounting reports, and submit final reports at the completion of the
research.

9. Recipients of the Fund must publish the findings of the concerned research in an academic journal etc., and submit a separate print
or copy of the journal to the Chair of the Technical Committee of the SPIJ. As a rule, recipients are requested to make such
publication in the Journal of the SPIJ, in which case no copy submission is necessary. The publication must include an
acknowledgement to the Photographic Research Fund of Konica Minolta Science and Technology Foundation.
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
